Catechism Theme: Pledge of the Glory to Come (CCC 1402-1405)

The "Bread of Life" is a foretaste and a promise of life with God. When we receive the Body of Christ
in Communion, we taste the Kingdom. We respond to the invitation of the Father to come to his table,
we "feast” upon the life of his Son, and we "inebriate” ourselves with the Spirit. Although what we
receive is veiled in the form of bread and wine, it points toward a time of fulfillment, when a new
heaven and a new earth will appear, when God's people will be gathered to praise his name and live in
his very life.

What spiritual experiences have you had in Communion? How has the Eucharist helped you live, renewed
your faith, and given you hope?

What a life insurance policy Jesus offers us! In the bread and wine of Eucharist, he gives us the means to life
everlasting. It is not a hedge against the unexpected, but a sure promise that we will live despite what will
happen.

The cost is so small, yet so few want to pay. It seems parting with our money is easier than parting with our
trust. Yet, who else should we trust with our lives?

Who else should we trust? On a piece of paper, write down a list of the people you trust in life in one column.
In the other column, write down why you trust them. Where does God fit on that sheet? Use this exercise as
a reflection on the place of God in life and his offer to you that the Eucharist represents.

Stop Murmuring and Go to God

| have a clear memory of leaning over to the
classmate in the next row and complaining about
an assignment we had just been given. | wasn't
the only one. Throughout the classroom, pairs of
heads came together in a wave of rolling eyes
and muttered remarks. | suppose we thought it
went unnoticed. “Is there anything you would like
to share with the rest of the classe” the teacher
asked. *No, thank you,"” was the general response.
We were a little embarrassed at having been
found out.

That long-ago recollection surfaced as | read that
the crowd “murmured” when Jesus said that he
was the bread that came down from heaven. The
word is also used of the Israelites who “murmured”
about their hunger in the desert. Jesus calls them
out by answering the question they thought he
didn't hear. When he explains that he is greater
than the manna that kept them alive in the desert,
they can’t believe their ears. They couldn’t see
that Jesus was far more than they understood him
to be and they did not have faith in him because
of that.

Has there ever been a time when you have
murmured to yourself or someone else about
God? Maybe God called you to ministry and you
didn’'t believe him. Maybe he asked you to give
up something and you complained like | did in
that class of years past. Maybe you think God has
been unfair to you. Save you breath; God hears
you. Instead, go to him. Pour out your questions
and fears and, with an open and willing heart,
listen to the promise of life he alone can give you.

"Food for the Journey”
This Week...

Elijah is exhausted and ready to give up. But an angel brings food and drink to nourish him for
his journey. Jesus is telling the crowds that he is their food for the journey. His flesh and blood
are all the food we need. Paul tells us to forgive one another and to love others the way Jesus
loves us.

For Your Reflection
Elijah is exhausted and ready to give up. He asks God to take his life.

- Have you ever felt that way? If so, what were the stresses and pressures that led you to
that point? How did you get through it? If not, do you know anyone who has felt that way?
Can you imagine being in that situation? What would you do?

Elijah doesn't want to take care of himself. He just wants to die. But an angel tells him to take
care of his bodily needs or he won't have the strength he needs for the journey ahead.

- Do you take good care of yourself? If so, how? If not, why not? Do your parents ever
encourage you to take better care of yourself? What do they tell you? Does it make
sense? Do you follow their advice? Why or why not?

God has big plans for Elijah, who already has done so much work telling people about God. And
God is there for Elijah, helping him out when he doesn't know what to do or where to go.

- Do you think God has big plans for you? Why or why not? What might God's plans be for
you? What are your plans? Do you think your plans will ever get in the way of God's plans?
Do you think God's plans could ever get in the way of your plans? Why or why not? How
can someone figure out what plans God has in mind for their life?

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of
God’s love in Jesus. If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving
) grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey. It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-bapftized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist atf the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.

Each time we offer up a Mass for someone, living or dead, we celebrate the
greatest gift of our faith — the gift of Everlasting Life in Christ.
