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Building Bigger Barns

I love to buy storage materials. My heart longs for
the matching bins and boxes that claim to
organize all the stuff in my house. If | just get the
right-sized box, | think, | will be able to keep
everything | have and make room for more. If
Jesus were telling Sunday's Gospel parable today,
perhaps the rich man wouldn't (just) be building
bigger barns; he might be instaling a better
organization system.

The problem with a consumer society is that it
tempts us to buy and collect far more than we
need. We sometimes think we must have the latest
phone, appliances, or fashions even as our
existing toys and clothes vie for space in our
closets and drawers. We rush to recycle in order to
take advantage of sales and hardly pause to
wonder, “Do | really need thise” We rarely, if ever,
reflect on the fruism, “You can't have
everything— what would you do with ite”

If we give in to the temptation to acquire more
things, to build bigger barns, we may find
ourselves held captive by material goods—
counting them, managing and maintaining them,
or protecting and paying them off. Perhaps our
time and energy would be better spent making
sure that others have enough to eat and a place
to sleep—in other words, being the image of the
generous and loving God who “bestow][s] on the
world all that is good” (Eucharistic Prayer Il and
IV). Today let us let go, clear away the clutter, and
embrace the simplicity and freedom of loving in
fruth and fullness.

Money can make life a little easier to manage at times, but a famous proverb proclaims that
"money can't buy happiness.”

- Do you think most people believe that proverb?

- Why are so many people so easily convinced that having more of this or that will make
their life better?

- What types of ads are you most susceptible t0? What do you end up buying or wanting to
buy most often?

- Are you an impulse buyer? Or do you not spend money unless you have planned to spend it
on something you truly need?

- Do you have room in your closets for all your clothes and possessions?

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of
God’s love in Jesus. If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving
) grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey. It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-bapftized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist atf the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.
