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FAMILY CONNECTION FOR THE SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

Gospel Reading

Luke 9.28b-36 Jesus is transfigured in the presence of Peter, John and James.

In today's Gospel, the voice from heaven speaks to the disciples saying, “Listen to him." The
Transfiguration was a focused moment for the disciples when they heard God speaking to them and
experienced Jesus in glory. They most certainly left this focused moment with a new appreciation for
the importance of Jesus' words even if they did not yet understand everything that he had taught
them. During Lent, we are invited to consider our attentiveness to Jesus and to one another. In the
pace and noise that often characterizes family life, how well do we listen to one another? What
opportunities do we have for quiet prayer?

As you gather as a family, count the number of pieces of equipment in your home that produce sound:
televisions, radios, CD players, computers, video games, etc. Observe if sometimes more than one
piece of equipment is playing simultaneously and how this might affect communication. Discuss the
question: What is it like o try to talk with one another when this equipment is on?

Read aloud today's Gospel, Luke 9:28-36. Consider whether the noise and pace of your family life
allows family members opportunities for quiet prayer. During Lent, it may be appropriate for your
family to choose a time for quiet in the household by furning off televisions, radios, and CD players.
Consider whether your family would like to establish such a time during this Season of Lent and
suggest that it might allow you the opportunity to listen more attentively fo one another and to find
time for quiet prayer. Spend a few such moments as a family, asking God to help you listen well to one
another and to Jesus.

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Word 4

Who Was This Man?

Peter, John, and James must have asked this
question themselves. This Jesus was certainly not
the man they had come to know. Here he was
radiant, and his clothing was dazzling.
Furthermore, he was in deep conversation with
two of the greatest heroes of the religious tradition:
Moses, the agent of the law; and Eljah the
prophet. And then there was that voice that
identified Jesus as "my chosen Son” and
commanded them fo “listen to him” (Luke 9:35).
What were they to thinke What would anyone
think? Who was this man?

Jesus' own experience was quite different. While
he prayed, he was transfigured, and in that
fransformed state, he engaged Moses and Elijah
in conversation. They discussed his future death in
Jerusalem, his exodus, his deliverance. It is
important to note that they maintain that his
exodus was to be his own accomplishment—not a
deed done to him. Who was this man?

It was the mysterious voice from the cloud that
provided an answer to that question: “This is my
chosen Son.” But what did “my Son” mean? Unlike
we who profess faith in the Trinity, it's likely the
disciples still had to learn what being God’s Son
was all about. However, they must have realized
that it meant something about Jesus' relationship
with  God. Every aspect of this mystifying
experience told them so. When they came to their
senses, the light had disappeared, the ancient
men were gone, the voice was silent. And there
he was again, the man they had come to know.
But who was this man?
