Countering Our Culture

When my children were school age, my husband 

and I decided to use TV commercials as teaching 

tools. “What are they trying to sell you?” we’d ask. 

“How are they trying to get you to want it?” Their 

answers grew as they did: “They want you to think 

you’ll be cool.” “They’re showing you that rich 

people have this and hope you want to be like 

them.”  

 

I often learned as much as our children did, and I 

like to think that, as a result, we were a little less 

vulnerable to the techniques. A consumer culture 

like ours depends on making people want more 

and better than they have. To support it, 

manufacturers must convince us that this cereal is 

better than that, this present will fill the void we 

have experienced, or that our true happiness 

depends on a brand name, location, degree, or 

career.  

 

“Do not conform yourselves to this age,” Paul tells 

us in today’s reading from Romans. This age tells 

us we cannot be whole until we’ve achieved or 

obtained certain things.  

 

In reminding us that our goal is not to be formed 

with this age, St. Paul states, rather, it lies in 

changing our form with Christ—actually changing 

our mind and heart so we can know and love God 

ever more deeply. So rather than conforming, we 

are better off transforming.  

 

What does changing form look like for the 

Christian? It looks like loving the enemy, caring for 

those who have less, gathering at the eucharistic 

table, being good stewards of resources and, yes, 

taking up a cross and following Christ— even to 

death, if necessary.  

 

There we will find our joy and our freedom.

This Week... 

Peer pressure is tough on any person, of any age and in any age.  It is tough on Jeremiah, who is 

mocked and humiliated.  It is tough on Paul and the early church.  It is tough on Peter and Jesus.  

But the message is clear:  To be a disciple, we must pick up our cross and carry it.  We must lose 

our life if we wish to save it.  Discipleship is not easy, but it is the only way. 

For Your Reflection 

The world is full of peer pressure.  It doesn’t go away when you grow out of your teen years. 

 

- How are TV commercials and ad campaigns forms of peer pressure?  What do they try to 

 persuade us to do?  How successful are they? 

- How are movies that contain a lot of violence or sexual activity forms of peer pressure?  

 What do they persuade us to do?  How successful are they? 

- How are the church and the Gospel message forms of peer pressure?  How does the faith 

 community try to persuade us to live?  How successful is that effort?  Why? 

 

Being a disciple of Jesus’ is not easy, because the world is filled with all kinds of temptations and 

negative messages, right alongside the support and the positive messages. 

 

- What are some negative messages in the real world that are hard to avoid?  What’s the 

 secret to ignoring negative messages? 

- What are some positive messages in the real world?  How can you support the positive 

 messages?  What would make them even more effective?

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of 

God’s love in Jesus.  If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving 

grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey.  It is a warm, welcoming experience 

that introduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic tradition.  We explore topics such as Holy 

Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church.  Anyone who has taken 

this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.   
 

The RCIA process is intended for those who are non-baptized.  There are several rites and stages that are part of 

the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist at the 

Easter Vigil.   

 

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church.  If you 

have been baptized in another Christian tradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.  

Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and 

Resurrection.  It can never be repeated.  Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic 

Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an  

introduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.  

 

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation 

can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.

When 

we offer a Mass for a particular person, we ask that in a special way the individual be remembered by 

the priest who offers up the great sacrifice on behalf of the whole community of faith. In a very real 

and active way, the life, death and resurrection of the person remembered becomes present and is 

offered up with Jesus.  Each time we offer up a Mass for someone, living or dead, we celebrate the 

greatest gift of our faith – the gift of Everlasting Life in Christ.
